‘Dead to sin’
Introduction 

( does grace mean we can live as we want?  (v1-2)

An historical event (v9-10)

Christ died to sin 
and was raised to live to God   

( explanation 

( illustration 

A new union (v3-5)

The Christian is united with Christ 
in his death and resurrection

( the old union with Adam 
( the new union with Christ 

A new allegiance (v6-8,11)
The Christian no longer belongs 

to sin but to God 
( dead to sin 

( alive to God 

A new obligation (v11-14)

The Christian should now live 

for God not for sin 
( remember who you are (v11)

( don’t live for sin (v12-13a)

( do live for God (v13b-14) 
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
