Two evident truths:
· Reality does not consist of the sum of what can be seen
· We live in the presence of history

Three common fallacies exposed:
· “Nothing buttery”

· “Man is insignificant”
· “Science has disproved the Bible”
Fours sensible ways forward:

· Think seriously about the stark alternatives

· Value science for what it properly can do

· Open mind to the possibility that there might  be more than that to the world

· Investigate biblical Christianity for yourself
